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INTRODUCTION
The Society for Venturism, Inc., hereinafter the Society, is a scientific, religious, educational, 501(c)(3) Arizona corporation with EIN 74-2516644. Venturist Members have made arrangements for cryopreservation or possibly other, superior or more suitable forms of biostatic preservation, hereinafter Cryopreservation, to commence at their legal death, for the purpose of bringing about their eventual reanimation and restoration to a state of good health, if future technology shall make this possible. This practice is known as cryonics. For the desired future restoration to happen it is essential that the legally deceased Member remain in Cryopreservation until such technological advances occur, which may require decades or centuries. The main purpose of this Trust is to provide a reserve fund to insure as far as possible that each Member remains in Cryopreservation until reanimation is carried out. 
ARTICLE 1
Trustors, Trustees, Enactment, Amendment, Signatory Requirement. The Trustors of the Venturist Cryonics Trust, hereinafter known as the Trust, shall be the Full Members of the Society, as provided in the Bylaws. It is understood that the Members, hence Trustors, may include persons who are legally deceased but have been placed in Cryopreservation for the purpose of eventual reanimation and restoration to a state of good health. The Trustees shall consist of the Board of Directors of the Society, again as provided in the Bylaws, and shall include the President of the Society. Every Trustee must be a Member of the Society, hence also a Trustor. The Trustees (Board of Directors) are considered to comprise the representative Trustors for purposes of authorizing changes in the Trust or for any other purpose which calls for intervention by the Trustors or any number of them. The Trust shall be enacted (placed in force), and shall be open to amendment, by a two-thirds vote of the Trustees. Three Trustees, one of whom must be the President of the Society, shall sign and date the document for purposes of enactment or amendment. 
ARTICLE 2
Purposes of the Trust. The Trustors intend to have themselves put in Cryopreservation at their legal death, through a cryonics services provider, hereinafter Service Provider, and be reanimated at a future time, by the same or another, similar Service Provider. The primary purposes of this Trust, in order of importance, are to:

(a) Insure as far as possible that funds will be available to keep deceased Trustors in Cryopreservation as long as needed until reanimation can occur.
(b) Assist deceased, endangered cryonicists who are in Cryopreservation but are not Trustors, consistent with available funding and with priority given to Trustors in Cryopreservation who are similarly endangered.
(c) Create a fund to reward the Service Providers which successfully reanimate the Trustors or any of them.

(d) Create a fund to be paid to the Trustors when they are reanimated.
ARTICLE 3
Trust Fund. Funding for the purposes outlined above shall be collected from the Trustors in accordance with policies and procedures established by the Trustees, and is referred to as the Trust Fund. The Trust Fund shall comprise in full the assets of the Trust, until further notice and action by the Trustees, and shall be managed by the Trustees under their sole discretion. 
ARTICLE 4
Cryonics Rescue. If at any time the Service Provider of a Trustor who has been placed in Cryopreservation has ceased to exist or is otherwise deemed by the Trustees to be in difficulties which call in question its abilities to continue the Cryopreservation of the said Trustor, the Trustees shall make their best good-faith effort to select a suitable alternate Service Provider which shall assume the care and responsibility for reanimation of the said Trustor. It is understood that the successor Service Provider will, as far as it is able, continue the Cryopreservation of the said Trustor and see that reanimation is attempted if and when it becomes feasible. The Trustees shall have sole discretionary authority to debit the Trust Fund for the purpose of Cryonics Rescue as just outlined, and other purposes consistent with the Cryopreservation and reanimation of deceased Trustors. It is understood that the Trustees cannot guarantee that a rescue attempt will be made or that, if made, will be successful. Whether, in a given circumstance, a rescue attempt is made or other actions are taken will depend on factors such as the perceived likelihood of success versus effects of depletion of the Trust Fund on other rescue attempts.
Disclaimer. Elaborating the above, it is understood and agreed by Trustors and Trustees, and any other parties to this agreement, that The Society for Venturism, Inc. makes no guarantees that it will be able to provide successful rescue services in every possible situation. A lot will depend on the amount of funds the Venturist Organization has at the time of the emergency, the time factors in how we are notified, the cooperation – or lack of it – from others in the event of a cryonics emergency, legal issues, the Board of Directors’ estimate of the possible success of any actions, and other factors that may come into play. There may be cases where in the sole opinion of the Society for Venturism Inc. a rescue attempt is not feasible , or the Society for Venturism may not have enough resources to take action.  However, the primary purpose of this Trust and the funds that it controls, whenever possible, is to rescue Venturist Members who are in cryopreservation if and when their cryopreservation becomes in danger of being terminated without reanimation.
ARTICLE 5
Other Purposes. The Trustees at their sole discretion shall determine when funding may be used for rescue of those who are in Cryopreservation and are not Trustors, and for other purposes outlined in Article 2, and shall act accordingly. Consistent with this provision, it is possible that eventually the Trust Fund will be entirely disbursed, for example, when all need for cryonics rescue has ended after any feasible reanimations have occurred and the reanimated Trustors are paid from the fund as outlined in Article 2 Section (d).

ARTICLE 6
Situs of the Trust. At the sole discretion of the Trustees, the situs of this Trust may be moved to any jurisdiction in the United States selected by them, if the need in their opinion should arise. Furthermore, if it appears that the provisions of this Trust may, because of the Arizona Rule Against Perpetuities or any other provision of Arizona law, cause such Trust or any property interest created thereunder to be invalid, then prior to a determination of such invalidity by an Arizona court, the Trustees shall move the situs of such Trust to a jurisdiction in the United States under the laws of which this Trust or property interest will not be invalid. Upon any such transfer of situs, the Trust Fund may thereafter, at the election of the Trustees, be administered exclusively under the laws of (and subject as required, to the exclusive supervision of the courts of) the jurisdiction to which it has been transferred. If the Trustees elect to change the situs of this Trust, the Trustees are hereby relieved of any requirement of having to qualify in any other jurisdiction and of any requirement of having to account in any court of such other jurisdiction.
ARTICLE 7
Termination of the Trust. At such time that all final distributions from the Trust Fund have been made, the Trust shall terminate.
