Advantages of Alternative Citizenship

Acquiring an Alternative Citizenship can help to protect your assets, but even more importantly, can protect your freedom and security. Although it is not practical for most people, it can be very beneficial to a few who have particular circumstances. 

It is important to emphasize that this is not for everyone. A person can be much more willing to change their religion, (if they have one), before they would ever consider changing their citizenship. Pride of citizenship is deeply engrained into our psyche. 
There are many technicalities that require professional analysis. It is recommended to seek out an experienced and specialist attorney for any detailed information that may apply to your particular situation. You should know that this area of law is not something that your usual financial attorneys will be well acquainted with, and you are urged to seek someone who has had significant experience in the area to insure that you are advised correctly.

There are several alternative citizenships that you may obtain depending on your particular ancestry or other considerations. For example, if you have Irish parents, you may want to consider the advantages of obtaining citizenship of Ireland. If you want to obtain citizenship quickly and economically, you may want to consider citizenship of St. Kitts. Or if you want to maintain citizenship of a major country with unfretted access to the entire European Union, you may want to consider UK or Austrian citizenship, etc. The process involved and time required can be from as little as a few months, to several years. Also regulations and political considerations can alter the opportunities at any time, so the sooner you get started, the better. 

Now after you obtain an alternative citizenship, you don’t have to give up your US citizenship unless or until you want to. Most countries, including the US, UK and Canada, etc., allow duel or even multiple citizenships. But there are many advantages in doing away with your existing citizenship, which can include increased freedom and decreased taxes. If you do everything properly, you could have minimal if any taxes and you will also gain more freedoms than US citizens enjoy. 

As a citizen of another country, you would not be affected by regulations that apply to all US citizens just by virtue of being a US citizen. We have been conditioned to believe that we enjoy more freedoms than what people of other countries experience. And this is true in a lot of ways, but it is not entirely true in all cases. For example, you may or not be aware that US Citizens are forbidden to own offshore gambling companies, whereas if you are a Canadian citizen, for example, it is perfectly acceptable. Or as another example, US citizens were forbidden to even visit Cuba for several decades, whereas if you are a citizen of virtually any other country, you were free to travel to Cuba whenever you desire. Now maybe you don’t care to visit Cuba, but you might care if you were forbidden to travel to other countries. 

In regards to Cryonics, by getting the right alternative citizenship now you may be able to avoid any potential future legislation that could limit your cryonic suspension, storage and even reanimation. The general US governmental regulatory situation appears to be pretty much okay for now, but you never know what politicians will do in the future. To court America’s religious fundamentalists or other interest groups, they may decide to impose restrictive regulations or even outlaw cryonics altogether. No one knows what will excite the media sensationalists, resulting in irrational political behavior.  

Another example might be when the nationalized health care system is ultimately imposed, which could cause cryonic suspension to be a classified as a forbidden procedure to the general public, and even to those that can afford it. For example in Canada, everyone is forced to participate in the limited health care regime, even if they are able to afford better care. This is based on the political assumption that if everyone has to abide by the same limitations then those less fortunate people will somehow be better served. (This is not a correct assumption however.)

These are only a few examples of what might happen that could impact your plans of cryopreservation. They are not merely paranoid concerns. They are some of the things that could have an adverse affect your goals of cryopreservation and reanimation. 

With another citizenship in place, as an insurance policy, there will be an optional plan.
